Thinking, dreaming, foreseeing or fearing the 
future has shaped our presence in the world since 
its very beginnings. In our current context, one of 
profound metamorphosis and uncertainty, Coming 
Soon revisits this relationship we have with the 
unknown. 

The exhibition looks at our relationship and ways of 
being towards what is ahead, eludes and awaits us. 
Between predictions, oracles, systems of 
anticipation and capitulations, the exhibition mixes 
commissions to contemporary artists with 
historical objects. Taking up artist Barbara Kruger's 
phrase, "the future belongs to those who can see 
it", Coming Soon addresses what our conception of 
the future says of present times; how our hopes, 
our pessimism, our desires and anxieties manifest 
themselves; how different ways of beings and 
attitudes translate.

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For the 2024 Olympic and Paralympic Games, 
Lafayette Anticipations and Ateliers Médicis are 
teaming up with ebb.global to produce an 
extraordinary project with 60 students from 
Clichy-sous-Bois. Their visions, sensations  
of a disrupted or ideal world, unfold in the form  
of a theme park. 

An immersive, interactive experience, Gold Rush 
delves into the dreams and obsessions of young 
people who are imagining - and creating - new 
forms of sport, drawing inspiration from unique 
sports experiences or proposing new rules for 
games.  

After several years' development work by 
ebb.global, teachers and students, this theme park 
is experimenting with new ways of creating and 
playing.
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Using the codes of the entertainment industry as a 
backdrop, the park offers new perspectives on 
society, its codes and its values.

With the retrospective Total, American artist 
Martine Syms invites visitors into a total work  
of art engaging with the theater of the everyday 
and the roles we play in it. Her first survey in 
France, this show conflates the spaces of the 
museum, the store, and the artist’s personal 
studio — a bridge between public and private, 
seen and unseen, interior and exterior.  

With early works alongside newly produced 
objects and editions available for sale, Total 
traces Syms’s long-standing interest in images 
and their affect on reality, how they impact the 
ways in which relationships form, and how 
they’re embedded in the construction of the 
self.
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Total treats the contemporary condition of 
widespread monitoring and image capture as a 
system. What if we were all performers in a movie 
that was constantly being produced?  

Ultimately, Syms presents a kaleidoscopic experience 
where existential questions are encountered  
as artworks and transformed into slogans for buyable 
editions. Between intimate references, historical 
archives, cultural representations of blackness, 
feminist history and invocations of spirituality,  
Total becomes a form of expanded cinema that 
serves as a social space where rituals of identity  
are invented, performed, and watched.

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CALL FOR PROJECTS - À L’ŒUVRE! 
Lafayette Anticipations' support programme for creation

With the fifth edition of "À l’oeuvre!", Lafayette 
Anticipations offers artists a creative residency—
from research and design to experimentation. 

This year, "À l’oeuvre!" will welcome an artist for  
a period of three months. They will be supported 
by the curatorial and production teams of Lafayette 
Anticipations to develop their proposal in the 
Foundation’s workshops and realize it according  
to principles of responsible production.  

The call for projects for "À l’oeuvre!" is open from 
March 18 to May 24, 2024. The winner will be 
announced on end of June and will benefit from  
a residency at Lafayette Anticipations from 
September to December 2024.  

The machine park made available is located in the 
basement and on the third floor of the Foundation. 
The production workshop allows for prototyping, 
machining, and the creation of sculptures and 
installations; the publishing workshop enables 
experimentation with paper and editorial projects.

In addition to these two workshops, there is  
an editing station for developing audiovisual 
productions.  

Since 2020, the "À l’oeuvre!" program has 
welcomed 23 artists to the Foundation’s 
workshops: Stéphanie Lagarde, Isaac Lythgoe,

MOHAMAD ABDOUNI 
LAUREATE FOR PRODUCTION SUPPORT

Mohamad Abdouni is the laureate of the 2023 
Production Support from Lafayette Anticipations, 
awarded to one of the artists of the Galeries 
Émergentes sector of Paris+ par Art Basel, renamed 
Emergence Sector of Art Basel Paris in 2024. 

As part of the official partnership between  
the Galeries Lafayette group and Paris+ par  
Art Basel, this support is granted to one of the 14 
artists of Galeries Émergentes sector. The winner 
will benefit from the production of an artwork in 
the workshops of the Lafayette Anticipations 
Fondation and receive curatorial guidance.  

Through photographs, publications,  
and multi-narrative films, Mohamad Abdouni 
explores the personal and the intimate with  
the people he encounters, delving into their  
stories of resilience and passion.

His collaborative photographic journal, Cold Cuts, 
is recognized as the first printed publication 
dedicated to queer cultures in the SWANA (South 
West Asia and North Africa) region. It explores  
the uniqueness of identities within the region’s 
minority and marginalized communities. 

Born in 1989 in Beirut, Mohamad Abdouni currently lives 
between Beirut and Istanbul.

 A PLACE TO SERVE THE PUBLIC
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New tour formats for all ages 
Lafayette Anticipations is offering an original 
range of tours and activities for adults,  
in keeping with the exhibitions and the 
neighbourhood. Physical exercise and a physical 
and spiritual relationship with the works of art 
will be the focus of this programme, with cultural 
jogging and slow-visits. 

A special focus on social issues 
Lafayette Anticipations is forging partnerships 
with the medico-social field and co-constructing 
initiatives around new approaches to well-being 
in the context of exhibitions. The partnership 
between the Fondation and the Emmaüs 
Solidarité Prize for Young Creation enables 
people supported by Emmaüs to elect an artist 
to be exhibited at the Jeune Création festival, 
with a view to producing a collaborative work 
with them.

Lafayette Anticipations focuses on young people 
In conjunction with the exhibition, free tours are 
available for families: 
-> a fun tour for 3-5 year olds every Sunday morning; 
-> an art workshop for 6-10 year olds every Saturday; 
-> a Saturday Party for each exhibition. 

The Fondation at the service of the education sector 
For each exhibition, a number of initiatives are 
undertaken to reach out to national education 
authorities and schoolchildren: special projects  
with artists for classes in priority education zones; 
educational packs and training for teachers.

THE FONDATION
Lafayette Anticipations, art for another experience

Created on the initiative of the Galeries Lafayette 
group, the Fondation is a place of exhibition and 
sharing dedicated to the visual and performing arts. 
Located in the heart of Paris in the Marais district, 
Lafayette Anticipations invites visitors to discover 
other ways of seeing, feeling, and listening to today’s 
world in order to better imagine, thanks to artists, 
the world of tomorrow. 

Expanding horizons 
Each year, the Fondation presents three exhibitions 
of daring, inspiring, and moving works, offering as 
many visions of the world as ways of living in it. The 
emerging music scene is invited to the Closer Music 
Festival in January, and the performing arts meet 
the visual arts during the Échelle Humaine festival in 
September. The public programme reflects, through 
talks, conversations, and performances, the ideas 
that shape and shake up our time. 

Welcoming 
The exhibitions are free of charge and can be 
viewed alone, in groups, or accompanied by 
mediators who encourage sharing, for a lively and 
accessible visit. The Fondation provides events and 
workshops for young and old alike and opens its 
doors in order to encourage the expression of all 
different sensibilities, welcoming the most diverse 
audiences. 

Artists and creation at the heart of the Fondation 
The workshops in the basement of the Fondation 
are a place of experimentation and creation for 
artists, with custom tools dedicated to production, 
film editing, and publishing. Each year a new design 
studio is invited to create visual identities in 
connection with the exhibitions. 

An open space of life 
The ground floor and its agora is a space of life that 
is open to everyone. La Librairie presents the 
Fondation’s publications, books related to the 
programme and to social issues, as well as design 
objects and records. At pluto, the café-restaurant, 
the cuisine created by chef Thomas Coupeau is 
offered throughout the day and in the evenings. 

A space of solidarity and care 
Lafayette Anticipations cultivates a solidarity-based 
approach to creation: wellness-oriented visits, art 
therapy programmes, collaborations with partners 
in the medical-social field, and at-risk populations. 
The Fondation supports non-profit artistic projects 
and shares its expertise with young people from all 
walks of life. 

Young generations and the spirit of transmission 
Open to young audiences and their families, 
Lafayette Anticipations is a space for sharing. Texts 
for children, visits and workshops, festive events 
and activity books are provided free of charge. In 
collaboration with education professionals, the 
Fondation designs activities for visitors ranging from 
kindergarten to university-level students. 

A collection of our times 
Lafayette Anticipations continues its support for 
contemporary creation through its collection and 
acquisitions supported since 2013 by the Fonds de 
dotation Famille Moulin. Thanks to a committee of 
experts, the collection expands each year with 
works by emerging artists. The fund now includes 
370 works which are representative of its 
commitment.

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La Librairie is an address designed for lovers of 
art, design, beautiful books and surprises.  

Conceived as a gold mine where you can unearth 
nuggets, you will find Lafayette Anticipations' 
artists' editions, books and records that echo the 
programme and current ideas, as well as a 
singular selection of art and design objects: 

- Fine books and essays related to the 
exhibition ; 
- A selection of self-published designers ; 
- A selection of vinyls to discover ; 
- A living space for publishers highlighting the 
new scene.
